LATE POLICY
Effective September 2007


This late policy was developed to assist students who select courses in the Massey Business Department.  

1. Daily homework must be completed as assigned.  Homework not submitted or given to the teacher when requested will not be accepted at a later date.
2. Long term assignments including lab reports, independent study units, research papers etc. will be assessed a 10% late penalty per day to a maximum of 50% (5 school days) after which time the assignment will no longer be accepted for an evaluation.  
3. Oral evaluations such as seminars, independent study presentations etc. MUST be presented on the date assigned.  Failure to so will result in a mark of 0% due to the nature of the assessment.  It is difficult to arrange a time and to arrange for the necessary equipment such as booking projectors or laptops etc.

4. Tests must be written as scheduled.  Students who must miss a test must discuss this matter with their subject teacher before their absence when possible.  Otherwise, the student must notify the teacher on their first day back to school after being absent from class. The student must approach the teacher upon returning to class with an absent note from the office indicating their reason for their absence.  A make-up may be granted at the discretion of the teacher.  
5. Daily assignments or other class work must be completed in class as assigned.  In class assignments and various other activities will be assessed or evaluated and extra time is not always available to the student to complete this work.
Overall, keep in mind “the train has left the station”. Thus, as per the board policy, marked tests or assignments that are already returned to the class will be given a mark of zero; however, they may still be accepted but for feedback purposes only.  

It will be left to professional judgment of your teacher to determine any flexibility when it comes to the enforcement of this policy.
